Christmas is coming and turkeys are in short supply. As a consequence, 
beef would appear to be back on the menu and the trade took a real lift. 
All grades right across the board were dearer, when some lean second 
quality steers were towards 10ppk up. Top of the day was 164ppk, twice 
for a very shapely red Limousin bull from Mr R Coate, who sold another 
at 156.5ppk and an empty Limousin heifer from Messrs GR Baker & 
Son. Another over 160ppk was a very smart, well fleshed Limousin steer 
from Messrs W Moore & Son at 161.5ppk, with another from the same 
farm at 155ppk. 159.5ppk was also bid a quality 22 month Limousin 
heifer from Messrs CJ & JI Hayman, which being back and round 
clipped, was also this week’s best turned out. A lot of cattle over 150ppk 
notably Mr RE Dury at 156.5ppk; the best of a good run from                       
Messrs GR & MA Cox also at 156.5ppk; Messrs DH & SM Churchill at 
156ppk; Messrs CJ & JI Hayman again at 155.5ppk and                
Messrs RJS Winslade & Son at 155ppk twice and 154ppk. 
Steers sold to £1142.68 for a well fleshed Simmental from            
Messrs RJS Winslade & Son who sold other steers at £1128.30 and 
£1118.07. £1121.25 was achieved by Mr KD Browse with a lean 750kg 
Limousin, who sold another at £1103.31. Others over £1100 came 
forward from Messrs CJ & JI Hayman at £1106.93;
